In this project, a Rotary club 
decides to donate reading books to a (primary) school class with appropriate 
preparation material for the teachers. The goal is to improve reading comprehen-
sion for students in 1st to 7th grade. For some children it is the first book they own 
themselves. With the help of the teacher, the book is worked through in two to six 
weeks. The focus is to understand the content of the text. 

In the context of environmental education, it was decided to also include a title on 
the topic of plastic waste into the program. For the 2nd grade there is the title 
"Fiete Hering - Adventures in the Sea of Garbage."  

A Rotary Club can promote both reading skills and environmental education.  
Just how they say: "Learn to read, learn to live!" The Rotary Club Hümmling zu  
Sögel already sets an example.

Living creatures and plants – this is the name of these boats - starts exactly there 
and actively combats water pollution. 

With about 20 tons of garbage collection per day, the manpower of a single boat 
can be impressive. However, the boat can do even more. A drone supports each 
garbage collection boat and identifies garbage hotspots, while the boats themselves 
are equipped with sensors that, thanks to artificial intelligence, can analyze the trash 
smartly. This not only collects trash, but also provides detailed composition data.

Tilting column – construction plan
Specifications Plexiglas column
•  height approx. 120 cm
•  outer diameter 20 cm
•  wall thickness 3 mm
•  �Labeling: 18 cm height per 5,000 cigarette 

•  volume 1.000 butts approx. 1 liter
•  �Lid: transparent coaster, diameter 20 cm  

•  Sealing rubber: reuse of existing rubber
 
Base plate tipping column
•  �Multiplex plywood thickness 25 mm  

•  1x square edge length 30 cm  
•  �1x circle diameter 19,3 cm  

(inner diameter of column minus 1 mm)
•  Circle glued to the center of the square and secured with a screw
•  Plexiglas column put on and secured with 3 screws
